British Airways strongly supports high-speed
rail links, and | would very much welcome a
high-speed rail hub at Heathrow.

Do short-haul flights have more effect on
the environment than long-haul?

This is a more complex issue than some
people might think. A great deal depends on
the carbon efficiency of the aircraft flying a
particular route, as well as other factors such as
weather and the directness of the routing. New
British Airways aircraft produce significantly
less CO; than the older generation planes they
replace flying on the same routes. Equally,
some of the environmental claims made for

high-speed rail need to be treated with
i caution. Emission levels can vary hugely
l depending on the source of power for the

rolfing stock and passenger loads.
